SIGN ORDINANCE COMPLAINCE

As many of you may know, DeKalb County Code Enforcement was tasked in August with reviewing sign permits Countywide.  Unfortunately a number of businesses in the Tucker area were unable to produce the sign permit required by DeKalb County and therefore, received citations to appear in Recorder’s Court.  Because there was some confusion regarding the citations and regulations, DeKalb County postponed the Court dates until December 7, 2009.  
The sign ordinance requires a permit prior to adding any sign for your business.  If you do not have a permit, you are out of compliance and may be subject to fines.  In order to obtain a permit, you are required to have a drawing of the sign and a site plan for your facility.
